Supplies: collection of LEGO minifigures (they are sold individually and come with almost every set), large pile of randomly assorted LEGO bricks

Modeh Ani – We each have something that makes us unique. When one person wakes up in the morning they awaken to their own soul. Take a minifigure from the pile and trade its parts with other people until you create something truly unique. What would it have been like to create real people, like G-d?

Birkot Hashachar – Take a small pile of LEGO bricks. With a partner, recreate one of the blessings. For example, for “Ma’avir Shenah” you could make a bed and put the minifigure on it. Play around, have fun!

Baruch Sheamar – In the same pairs, choose one person to be G-d. They tell the other person to build something without any verbal cues. They can act it out, etc. This is to see how hard it is to build without communication and why G-d needed to speak.

Halleluyah – This song represents the abstract idea of music through instruments, which makes it. This challenge is to recreate Judaism as a physical object that you create with LEGOs.

Shema – Because this prayer speaks about hearing something very important, use the LEGOs to sculpt your favorite thing you would lose if you couldn’t hear. Think: How would my life be different if I couldn’t hear that? Or the Shema?

Amidah – Everyone should form two big groups. Since “Amidah” means “to stand,” the group’s task is to build the tallest tower possible that can stand on its own. Teamwork is needed to create a strong individual.

Ein Keloheinu – Each person should work on their own to build something that nothing else can be compared to, like G-d in this song.
