Tuesday, August 10th, 2010

Study Session 1 – Wordles of a Prayer
7:30 PM - 8:30 PM
Purpose and Overview: This study session will serve as the opening introductive study session for our theme of the week, Prayer. 

Materials & Quantities: 
· Wordles for 10 different prayers (8 copies of each)
· 5 Siddurs/ Group
· Paper & Pens 

Schedule Break-down:

7:30 to 7:35 - Introductions/welcomes quickly go around and have everyone say their name and something else of your choice (i.e. favorite food)
7:35 to 7:40 - Introduce the theme for the week of prayer
7:40 to 7:55 - Pair off Kadimaniks and have them each work with a wordle or 2 (depending on numbers in groups)


7:55 to 8:15 - Come back together as a group and discuss wordles 

8:15 to 8:30 - Kadimaniks write their own prayers
Note: If certain parts are taking longer and you need to cut certain things out that’s fine however you must do the final part of having Kadimaniks write their own prayers because those will be used for a later session
Specific explanations:  

Each group leader will receive wordle sheets for 10 different prayers.  For those who are unfamiliar with what a wordle is here is a brief description.  A wordle is a pictorial representation of the most and least important words in each given written prayer.  A computer program takes the prayer and then creates the piece of art based on the number of times each word is written in the prayer.  The more times the word is written in the prayer the bigger the word will appear in the Wordle.  This program will serve as the basis for the Kadimaniks knowledge of various prayers that we will be looking at during camp.  Discuss with the Kadimaniks whether or not the fact that certain words are used over and over has significance.  Discuss whether or not those words are more important than other words.  Discuss the general meanings of each prayer and when and why we say the prayer.  Have Kadimaniks use the Wordles as well as the Siddurs to learn about the prayers in pairs.  Then come back together as a group and discuss what each learned about each prayer (essentially you are having each pairing become “experts” on a prayer or two and then having them educate the rest of the group).  The staff member should moderate the discussion and keep it going in the right direction.  For the last 15 minutes of the program the students should take the knowledge they have learned so far and write their own prayer.  Their prayer should not be wordles they should just be essay form written prayers.  They can make their prayer about whatever they want.  Let them know that their prayers need to be decently long enough because we will be turning their prayers into wordles for them which they will use later in the week. 
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Wednesday, August 11th, 2010
Study Session 2 – iPrayer

3:00 PM - 4:00 PM
Purpose and Overview: This study session will further enhance the Kadimaniks personal connection to prayer.  Using music to help the connection
Materials & Quantities: 
· At least 1 iPod per group

· 1 set of iPod speakers per group

· 1 siddur per group

· 1 sheet to keep score on

· 4 small prizes for the winning team (i.e. something from the canteen)

Schedule Breakdown:


3:00 to 3:10 – Break into teams of 4 and explanation of rules

3:10 to 4:00 – Play the iPrayer game (just go through as many prayers as time allows for).  If you get through all 10 prayers that the kadimaniks examined in their first study session feel free to use additional prayers of your own
Specific explanations:  
After the Kadimaniks have been broken into groups of four give the following set of rules for the iPrayer game.  Each team is allowed 1 set of iPod speakers and 1 Siddur.  Teams are allowed to use multiple iPods if they have them (make sure every team has at least 1).  The way the game is played is that the judges (staff members) will call out the name of a prayer.  The Kadimaniks will then have 2 minutes to find that prayer in the Siddur (if they want to… this does not have to be done if they feel they know the meaning of the prayer without looking in the Siddur) and then find a song on their iPod(s) that best represents the meaning of that particular prayer.  At the conclusion of the 2 minutes the judge will yell time and all groups must close their Siddurs and sit quietly.  Each group will then have 1 minute to present a clip of their song and present their case as to why their song best represents the meaning of that prayer.  The judge chooses the top 3 groups and awards 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place points (3 for 1st 2 for 2nd and 1 for 3rd).  Groups can choose to present songs as funny or serious as they want so long as they can tie in and explain why it best represents the prayer.  Judges should judge not so much based on the lyrics of the song but more on the explanation of why it best represents the prayer.  The group with the most points at the end of the time wins a prize.
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Thursday, August 12th, 2010
Study Session 3 – Timeless Wordles of art

12:00 PM - 1:00 PM
Purpose and Overview: This study session will further enhance the Kadimaniks personal connection to prayer.  Using art to help the connection
Materials & Quantities: 
· Poster board (enough for every Kadimanik to get one)

· Each Kadimaniks individual Wordle from the prayer they wrote during session 1

· Assorted art supplies including but not limited to markers, scissors, glitter, glue, glue sticks, paint, stickers, puffy paints, feathers, etc….
Schedule Break-down:

12:00 to 12:15 - Discussion about how prayer can be done anywhere about anything

12:15 to 1:00 - Handout individual’s wordles and prayer sheets and 1 piece of poster board to each person.  Spend the rest of the session allowing the Kadimaniks to decorate their personal prayer board however they want.
Specific explanations:  
Each group leader will receive wordle sheets of all the Kadimaniks in their group.  The wordle sheets have been created based on the prayers that each Kadimanik wrote during the first study session.  For the first few 10 to 15 minutes talk about how we have been learning throughout the week that prayer does not necessarily have to be done in a specific place at a specific time.  We will have spent the week praying in different places and about different things.  Talk about the fact that a prayer can be in any language and about anything.  Then pass out each Kadimaniks wordle to them as well as a piece of poster board.  Each Kadimanik will then have the rest of the session to create their own personal prayer board using any art supplies they want.  As a suggestion you should recommend to the Kadimaniks that they glue the wordle sheet onto the center of the poster board first and then decorate the rest however if they prefer to glue the wordle sheet somewhere else on the poster board that is fine (let them know it is their personal prayer board and they should decorate it in a manner meaningful to them.)  They can cut the board smaller and frame it or they can use the full board and decorate it with glitter and markers and paint and anything else we have on hand for art supplies.
