Apology-Teshuvah Challenge (ATC)
GOAL: To increase the awareness of the need to do Teshuvah, especially during the Month of Elul and the High Holidays.

METHODS: Tag a USYer, or any friend, on Facebook in the following or similar comment:

I’m sorry <TAG FRIEND HERE> for actions I’ve done in the past year. I would love to talk to you to request forgiveness! Please give me a call! 
This comment would be posted as a status on Facebook. When tagged, each participant must tag a minimum of 2 people in addition to responding to the person who tagged him, creating a chain Facebook effect. In this way, many more people will both be prompted and have the opportunity to ask forgiveness and do Teshuva for Bein Adam LeChavero. 

The instructions would be laid out on Facebook under the regional group page, including a few of the first tags. The continued posts would then serve as a seed at the regional level for the program but also at the chapter level, as chapter REC’s should also be encouraged to start or continue the same type of program at the chapter level, especially because there will be overlap between the chapter and regional consitutents.

COMMENTS: Try to ensure that the program takes hold in its early stages. Also try to continue the program for as long as possible.

High Holiday Guides
GOAL: To increase general awareness about the High Holidays (Rosh HaShanah, Yom Kippur, Sukkot, and Shmini Atzeret), including general education

METHODS: Post a few key points of the holiday on Facebook before the holiday starts. Include What, Why, How, Who, When (for how long), and Where. Also include a few key facts and traditions about the holiday, a recipe or two, a story about that holiday, and any other information about that holiday you wish to pass on. Try to include ideas for contemplation/meditation during the excessively long and frequent services. Publish this as a real guide or pamphlet, and propagate the printing throughout the region.
