Either have a packet of lyrics or have a projector set up playing a PowerPoint with the lyrics.

Introduce the service with a small opening dialogue to the audience.

Example:

Good morning y’all!

So, today we are going to have alternative tefillot. We all know that tefillot are prayers and are used to communicate with God. Prayer is a form of expressing your hopes and desires to God, to yourself, and to the community. Prayers are a lot like songs since prayers present our beliefs and our desires to God, and to the community, and usually have tunes to them. For today’s tefillot, we’re going to alternate between singing prayers, and singing songs that have similar meanings to prayers. This will allow you to relate to prayers more than you might have in the past. We don’t always appreciate prayer or really understand how it relates to us. Hopefully by the end of this service, you’ll have realized that prayers that were written thousands of years ago can still play a part in your lives today. We’ll hand out some lyrics of songs we thought really connected to the purpose of prayer and to certain prayers. So, what we need from you is for you to pay attention, sing some songs, get into it a little, and then we’ll talk about the songs. 

After each song, follow up with one or a few of these questions:


1) What did you think of the song? What did you feel from the song?


2) How is this song connected to Judaism? Prayer?


3) Why do you think we chose this song?

While many people may have thoughts and answers to these questions, try to limit the response time between songs to 1-2 minutes, just to keep the service moving.
For parts of the service, we’ll say:


So now that you see how songs and prayers are a lot alike, we’re going to split you up into groups and give you a prayer. You and your group will have to select a song in your iPod that really connects with the prayer’s meaning and its purpose. Afterwards, we’ll join together and each group will present the prayer they were given, which song they chose, and why they chose that song for the prayer. 

3 minutes for the group to choose a song. 

End with Save Tonight, as is customary in USY tradition.
