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Purpose

In order for USYers to understand the prayers better, without struggling to find their meaning, they will work in groups to characterize each prayer.

Materials

- 10 pieces of poster board

- 10 sets of markers (best if multi-colored)

Program

1. Divide into 10 groups, assigning each a prayer. Make sure all groups have leaders, markers, and poster board. Males may or may not put on Tallit and Teffillin before the program.
· Birchot Hashahar 
· Baruch She'amar
· Ashre
· Halleluyah (Psalm 150)
· Az Yashir Moshe
· Yishtbach
· Ahavat Raba
· Mi Chamocha 
· Aleinu
· Adom Olam
2. Each group should read the translated prayer, and discuss exactly what it means in plain English.

3. Groups should then work on incorporating the attributes they found in the prayer, into a facebook profile page. Profile Pages can include:

· Profile Picture that can be related to the prayer
· Favorite quotations from the prayer
· Status updates
· Wall posts 
· Sibilings (similar prayers)

This is the time for USYers to be creative and explore any new ideas they may have.

4. After about 15 minutes, all groups should rejoin and sit by groups. In order of the prayers, each group should present their facebook pages from their seats. Ideally (if time constraints allow), each group should lead USY in their prayer. If not, a chazzan should then lead the minyan in the service, while USYers are able to reflect upon a new found meaning they hopefully discovered during the activity.
